ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION

TURN OFF POWER.

Determine desired location for mounting fixture.

At desired location, hammer stake into ground. To avoid damage to stake, place a board on top of stake or use a rubber mallet. If
ground is hard and stake is difficult to install, make a crosscut in ground using a flat shovel.

Clear away area in ground at wire-way opening in stake.

Unscrew cowl from accent light. Cowl is removed by unscrewing set screw with counter-clockwise turns.

Remove housing to expose socket. Housing is removed by unscrewing the housing with counter-clockwise turns.

Install lamp to socket inside accent light. NOTE: Use caution when installing. Hold lamp by outer housing. DO NOT touch glass
envelope inside. If this happens, clean lamp with denatured alcohol and a lint free cloth.

Install cowl onto accent light housing. Cowil is installed with clockwise turns.

Route fixture cable through wire-way opening and install fixture in stake. Care should be taken to ensure wire is not twisted. Adjust
to desired aiming direction.

Adjust angle of accent light by loosening swivel thumb screw.

Make wire connections using an approved wire nuts (not supplied.)
